Like most crime analysts, you probably think of your job in rather modest
terms. You do not solve crimes single-handed. Nor do you take the lead in
setting departmental crime-fighting priorities. Instead, you crunch data for
those who do the "real" work of finding better ways to arrest criminals. You
respond to requests for the latest statistics on burglary or car theft from beat
officers and sergeants. You map crime for weekly meetings so that the
lieutenant knows where to demand more effort. And you compile monthly
statistics that others need for their reports. In other words, you sit in the back
seat while others do the driving, asking for your help only when they need it.
